RULES AND INFORMATION:

1. UKPA rules apply. 

2. All entrants must be UKPA or Pony Club members for insurance purposes.

3. Legal Liability. Neither the landowner, organizers, nor any person acting on their behalf accept any liability for any loss, damage, accident, injury or illness to horses, riders, spectators or any other persons or property whatsoever except as prescribed under UK law. All participants, riders, officials or spectators, do so at their own risk.

4. Health and Safety. The organizers have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of all present. For these measures to be effective, everyone must take care to prevent and avoid accidents and must obey the instructions of the Organizers, Stewards and Officials.

5. A Horse Welfare Officer will be on site at all times.  Any team wishing to substitute a horse must obtain a written certificate from this officer endorsed by the Arbitration Committee.

6. Officials: All clubs must provide 2 goal judges & 1 scorer / timekeeper per game

7. Umpires:   Clubs are expected to provide qualified umpires of the required grade. Allowance may be made for Pony Club 

8. Balls: each team must provide a ball for each match clearly marked with their name.

9. An Arbitration committee has been established to deal with any disputes during the tournament.

10. Horse Pens are to have ACTIVE electric fencing.

11. Dogs are are allowed if kept on leads. Loose dogs are a danger, especially during play and will be removed to the police station if necessary.

12.  Catering will be available.

13. More Safety….UKPA tagged riding helmets/hats must be worn whenever mounted.  Caution please when driving on the campsite and no movement of vehicles after 10pm.  There will be more stringent tack checks by the umpires before each game.  All mandatory equipment to be worn as detailed in the UKPA rules.

14. Please note there are no onsite showers but if you would like one we are happy to offer lifts to our homes!.

15. Bad Weather & cancellation  In the event of a cancellation this information will be posted on our website as soon as it is known.
