Liscombe Park Polocrosse Tournament

14th & 15th June 2008


Please read carefully the following guidelines that MUST be followed over the week end in order for the tournament to run smoothly.

PLEASE RESPECT THESE GUIDELINES

WEATHER FORECAST

Staying rather cool with a mixture of sunny spells and scattered showers for Saturday with temperatures between 9oC(night) and 18oC(day)
Sunday will be sunny and warm.
CAMPING AREA
NEW ENTRANCE TO THE CAMPING FIELD OFF THE MAIN ROAD.

The entrance to the camping field will be through a wooden double gate which must be kept shut at all times!

The access will be clearly signposted. 

Do not use the main driveway to gain entry to the camping field.
 (Please refer to site map)
As space is limited, could you please park in a reasonable manner so everyone can be catered for comfortably.

Keep your horse pens to a reasonable size and 

We will ask you to move if felt necessary.
NO allocated “horse penning area” will apply for this tournament.

All pens to be electrified at all times and in keep with the UKPA regulation (max of 3 horses per same fence line).

On the other end, tents are restricted to the “tent area” which will be marked out ( please refer to site map)

WATER SUPPLY:  

Horse wash down area: they are clearly signposted and are at the top of the camping field and at the top of the playing field. 
Horse drinking water: supplied by the water bowser in the camping field which will be refilled over the week end. 

The horse wash down areas can also be used for horse dinking water.

SAFETY AND BOUNDERIES
A new post and rail fence keeps horses safe in the camping field and in the playing field.

Please do not climb the fence and use the pedestrian crossing which will be clearly marked (refer to site map).

The horse crossing is situated at the top of both playing and camping fields using 2 wooden gates that MUST BE KEPT SHUT AT ALL TIMES.

A post and tape fence will line either side of the drive way to keep horses safe. Any horse crossing to be at the top of the drive way, which is clearly marked. Please keep the two access gates shut at all times.

NO ACCESS ZONE

Anyone or horses involved with Polocrosse will have to keep within the boundaries signposted. Anyone caught outside the boundaries will be asked to LEAVE THE GROUNDS IMMEDIATELY.

There is no access to the top of the drive way, the court yard, the residential area, the stables or the gym. Refer to site map

ORDER OF PLAY

Any issues with the order of play have to be addressed on Friday not immediately before play on Saturday. Queries to Tournament organiser; Veronique,  who will be able to be found at the scorer’s/secretary’s box.
The tournament umpire is Shelley King; please see Shelley with any issues regarding umpiring.

For each game all players, officials (table + goal judges) and umpires must arrive at least 5 minutes before their designated time of play, as the ball will be thrown in on time.   Each team must provide a ball, 2 goal judges and an official to seat on the table. Failure to do so will be reported to the Tournament Arbitration committee and might result in disqualification from the tournament.

Any changes to the order of play will be announced and posted on the side of the scorer’s/secretary’s box,  representative from the clubs involved should address their queries to the team in the scorer’s/secretary’s box..
HORSE WELFARE
The HWO is Laraine Chapel. Any horses left without water or not cared for will be reported to the Horse Welfare Officer during the week end.  Any horse unable to play must be seen by the HWO before being vetted out; the Horse Welfare Officer decision is final. 
Failure to comply with the rules and decisions with regard to vetting a horse will be reported to the tournament arbitration committee and may result in the club being disqualified from the tournament. 
HOUSE KEEPING
· There will be designated areas for the muck heap
· Clubs will be responsible for keeping there camping area clean and leaving them so at the end of the weekend
· Rubbish: There will be rubbish bins, but we would be very grateful if you could take your rubbish home.

INFORMATION

A Farrier is on site all week end from 8.30am till end of play both days; he is not responsible for providing your normal shoeing needs.  Please ensure horses come with all required shoeing completed
Vet on call all week end; telephone number with HWO, officials of the tournament and displayed in the scorer’s/secretary’s box.
