Team Captains:
Each team must have a nominated captain who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game.

Each team must provide suitable people to fill the roles of timekeeper/

Equipment:

scorer and goal judges. Each team must provide a named match ball.

Cancellation:
In the unlikely and extreme event of cancellation of the tournament for whatever reason, the organisers reserve the right to retain such proportion of the entry fees as necessary to cover any expenses reasonably incurred.

Health and Safety:
The Organisers of the event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions and all officials and stewards.

Any person mounted on a horse shall wear an approved helmet at all times. The organisers recommend goal judges to wear appropriate head gear.

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Directions:

From the North : Exit the M1 at Junction 14. Follow signs for Leighton Buzzard A4146.

That will take you on the A5 for about 4 miles. At round about take the 3rd exit signposted Stoke Hammond A4146)

Stay on this road onto the new bypass signposted Aylesbury.

At the 4th Round About take the last exit signposted Soulbury.

Take the first turning left signposted Wing

 Follow this road for about half a mile and Liscombe Grounds are on the left.

From the South: the first option is easier to drive in a horse box but traffic will be dense because of the road works on the M1. the 2nd option takes you though a few villages but will be more likely to be traffic free.

1st option: Exit the M25 at junction 20 (M1 north). Exit M1 at junction 9 signposted A5 Dunstable. Stay on the A5. Go through Dunstable. Carry on the A5 towards Milton Keynes, Leighton Buzzard. At 1st major round about, take the 1st exit signposted Leighton Buzzard, Aylesbury. Carry on this road. At next round about (total garage, Mc Donald’s) straight on. Next round about go straight on. At the next round about take the 2nd exit(straight on) signposted Milton Keynes. At next round about take the first exit signposted Soulbury. Take the first turning left signposted Wing

 Follow this road for about half a mile and Liscombe Grounds are on the left.

2nd option: Exit the M25 at Junction 20. Follow signs for Aylesbury A41. Carry on the dual carriage way. Ignore the first sign for Tring. Take the second exit for Tring/Dunstable-B488/B489. Come off the slip road for the B488 and take a right turn at the round about. Follow signs to Ivinghoe B488. Stay on this road. When you reach Ivinghoe take the right turning (pub in the corner) signposted Cheddington, Horton ( B488). Follow this road to the end. At round about take 1st exit signposted Aylesbury/Wing. At next round about take 1st exit. Entering Wing village take the 1st turning right. After about 300yards take the 1st turning right signposted Soulbury. Carry on this road for about 1mile and Liscombe Grounds are on the right.

From the West:   Take the A34 north towards Bicester. Go over the M40 (still on the A34) and at 1st round about take the 3rd exit signposted Aylesbury A41. In Aylesbury follow signs for Wing, Leighton Buzzard A418. Enter the village of Wing and after a sharp left take the first road to the left (the village shop will be on your right). Follow road around Wing , After a sharp right turn take the 1st road to the left signposted Soulbury. Carry on this road for about 1mile and Liscombe Grounds are on the right.

From the East:  A1 south. Take the A421 signposted Milton Keynes. Follow A421 until you get to the M1 (junction 13). Go over the M1 and at round about go straight on. Stay on this road all way to Woburn Sands. At the end of the road take the 3rd exit at round about and immediate left (1st exit) at the next round about. The sawn pub will then be on your right. Follow this road to the end. At mini round about take 1st exit. At next round about go straight on. ( little chef and total garage on your left) Sign posted to Stoke Hammond.A4146. Through Stoke Hammond Village. 20yards after the Three Locks pub take the right turning signposted Soulbury and Wing. Through Soulbury village. Take the first turning right signposted Wing. Follow this road for about half a mile and Liscombe Grounds are on the left.
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
