From the A19: Travel up the A19 from Easingwold towards Thirsk.  Go through Thormanby and at the crossroads turn right to Carlton Husthwaite.  Go through Carlton Husthwaite with the Pub, The Carlton Bore on your left.  Go out of the village and after approximately ½ mile on a left hand bin you will see 3 wheelie bins and a sign for free range eggs.  Turn left down the farm track.  Go through the first farmyard, pass a cottage on your left and carry on along the track until you reach the Park House Farm.

For these measures to be effective, everyone must take all precautions to prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and any officials.  Dogs must be on a lead at all times during mounted sessions and should be kept under close control at all other times.  Anyone deemed to be behaving irresponsibly at any time may be asked to leave the venue.

Camping:  Accomodation is diy, with ample room for horseboxes, caravans and tents on site.  There is a safe area for tents.

Horses:  There is no stabling.  Please bring your own electric fencing.  Horses should be penned according to UKPA guidelines with no more than three horses per electric fence unit.  Fencing must be charged at all times when pens are occupied.  Please pen sensibly or you may be asked to move your pen.

Equipment: All riding saddlery and riding wear must comply with UKPA standards.  All hats must be tagged for 2009 before players are allowed to take part in any coaching session.

First Aid:  Named first aiders will be in attendance during coaching sessions.

Facilities:  There are toilets and showers on site.  Non players will be asked to contribute £1 each towards the cost of these.  There will be no skips please take your rubbish home.

Catering:  There will be hot and cold food available throughout the event.  

Entertainment: There will be a hog roast and party with live music on Wednesday evening.  Tickets can be bought on site.  

Programme:  Arrive from Monday 25th May.  Mounted and on foot coaching sessions will commence at 10am on Tuesday and Wednesday.
