Directions to Arden Polocrosse Club

Directions: Arden Polocrosse Club is situated just outside Henley-in-Arden approximately 10 miles from Stratford-upon-Avon.

From south of Stratford-upon-Avon, follow signs for S-U-A on A3400. Follow signs through to Henley-in-Arden. Turn right at lights towards Warwick. Pass Jacksons Garage on left, up the hill, turn left into Edge Lane. Grounds will be signed on right hand side of lane.

From M40/M42 (from North): Take j16 off the M40. At top of slip road take signs for Henley-in-Arden. Follow road all the way through to H-I-A. At lights, turn left, up the hill then left again into Edge Lane. 

From M40 (from South): Take j15 off the M40. At roundabout take 2nd exit A46 towards S-U-A. Stay in right lane as soon as you get on to A46. Take first right towards Norton Lindsey. Follow road all the way to the T-junction. Turn left signed to Claverdon and H-I-A. Follow road through Claverdon. Pass Crab Mill Pub on right hand side. Go up hill and down the other side. Go up the next hill, at top turn right into Edge Lane. 

Arrival for the tournament is from Friday 12.00pm onwards, anyone who
arrives before this will be charged as part of Midland camp.
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Divisions:
The tournament will be organised into Teams of six but entries will be considered for Sections. The Organisers reserve the right to combine sections from different clubs to form teams - if space is available. The Junior and Primary Juniors will be played as a Turnabout, meaning that every player/section will change their position each chukka. Open Divisions will be grouped according to team grades.

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BRIEFING TIME:
Saturday at 8:00 a.m. for all Team Captains and Club Representatives.  

START TIME:
Saturday at 9:00 a.m. / Sunday at 8.00 am (unless otherwise stated) 

PADDOCKS:
DIY electric fencing only.  (Stables are available at £10.00) Electrified penning for horses must comply with UKPA guidelines and advice - including new guidelines implemented in 2006.  A maximum of 3 horses may be penned on each electric fence unit.
Camping:
A separate camping area will be provided, under no circumstances will tents be allowed by the horse pens.
CATERING:
There will be caterer and ice cream on site during playing times on Saturday and Sunday. 



On Saturday evening there will be a BBQ that is included in the player entry fee. 

Extra tickets will be available at a cost of £5. In addition there are a number of shops and takeaways in Henley on Arden a few minutes drive from the grounds.
FARRIER:
In attendance all weekend but horses should be adequately shod before arrival.

PARAMEDICS:
There will be Paramedic cover during tournament play.

RULES & CODE OF

CONDUCT:
International Rules, with UKPA variations and the Code of Conduct as published in the 2008 UKPA Manual will apply. The 2008 UKPA Manual can be accessed from the UKPA website. Where necessary an arbitration committee will be set up in accordance with UKPA rules and guidelines.

MEMBERSHIP:
Entries can only be accepted for fully paid up members of the UKPA.
  Riding hats must comply with the UKPA standard and be suitably tagged.
HORSE WELFARE:

A horse welfare officer will be on site.  The officer will be given full discretion to withdraw horses from the tournament if deemed unfit to play.  The local veterinary surgeon will have been alerted to the event and their call-out number will be available. All horses and ponies would be expected to be vaccinated for flu and tetanus. 


Any horse which a club or player wishes to withdraw must be inspected by the welfare officer and tournament umpire before substitution. Failure to comply will render the club in breach of the tournament rules and may lead to the disqualification of the relevant team or the club from the competition.

DOGS: 
Dogs on lead at all times – please pick up after your dogs.

GRADING:
Players will be graded by the in accordance with the UKPA and used as displayed on the UKPA web site on the date of closure of entries (i.e. 26th July 2008).
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HEALTH AND SAFETY:
The Organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of persons present. For these measures to be effective everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and of all officials and stewards. Any person mounted on a horse shall wear an approved helmet at all times. In addition everyone should make them selves aware of the new safety requirements introduced for 2008, including the pitching of tents, the penning of horses, equipment to be worn by Goal Judges, riding through goal posts and spectator distances from the playing pitches.

FIELD CONTROL

AND MANAGEMENT: 
Each field will be under the direct supervision of a Field Controller/Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field by monitoring the provision and adequacy of Playing Field Personnel and Equipment and making such directions as he or she considers necessary. The Field Controller will liaise with the Umpire regarding the late arrival of teams and with the Tournament Umpire regarding the late arrival of Umpires, goal judges and scorekeepers/timers. The Field Controllers will be directly responsible to the Tournament Organisers.


Each Team must provide 2 goal judges, a scorer/timekeeper, and a ball for each match played.


Each Team must have a captain nominated who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game.


Each club as a minimum must nominate sufficient appropriately qualified umpires as laid down in the UKPA 2008 Manual and such umpires must wear appropriate head gear, footwear and white riding trousers when umpiring games.


Each club must provide their own umpire horses – at least one for each group of 6 club players entered. Horses being used must be able to keep up with the game and must be suitable for the purpose of umpiring. Clubs failing to provide horses for their own umpiring duties may be sanctioned.

DECLARATION:
A representative from each club must sign the declaration on the attached entry form agreeing that the Team entered agrees to be bound by the rules and conditions of the Tournament.  This will include the Team’s agreement to behave responsibly and safely at all times. The representative, or an appointed substitute, will be the person with whom the organisers, horse welfare officers and other clubs will initially confer in the event of any issues which arise.  Any person who in the opinion of the organising committee has behaved in a way prejudicial to the interests of Midland Polocrosse Region and/or the UKPA may be barred from the grounds immediately and without appeal. 
UKPA EXCLUSION: 
Horse riding is a dangerous sport.  All participants including riders, officials and spectators, do so at their own risk.  All persons are requested to exercise the utmost care when attending events.  The UKPA  it’s Officers and Agents  the organisers and the venue owners and managers or anyone acting on their behalf accept no responsibility for any loss, accident, damage, injury or illness to persons, animals or property, howsoever caused.
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Conduct at Arden Polocrosse Club and Grounds

 Any person who in the opinion of the organising committee has behaved in a way prejudicial to the interests of Arden club and/or the UKPA may be barred from the grounds immediately and without appeal.
RIDING UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ALCOHOL AND UNSPORTING BEHAVIOUR BOTH ON AND OFF THE PITCH WILL NOT BE TOLERATED
