Roles of the UKPA Chief Umpire
· Oversee fair play at all tournaments and correct application of rules.

· Be available throughout all tournaments to attend queries, disputes and arbitration meetings.

· Be available for consultation with umpires and players throughout all tournaments.

· Record and collate tournament incident reports and penalties after every tournament (report any areas of concern and suggest appropriate action.)

· Record and collate penalty points after every tournament.

· Record and collate all umpiring hours throughout the year for umpire accreditation scheme.

· Organise umpiring rota for the UKPA Nationals and update as required.

· Update and publish the playing/umpiring grades.

· Issue annual hat tags, current hat rules and monitor correct tagging.

· Attend monthly Exec meetings throughout the year (including off-season.)

· Run full umpiring courses throughout the year.

· Run refresher umpiring courses every other year to update umpires on the accredited scheme and those umpires who are already accredited.

· Liaise with IPC and Chief Umpires of other countries.

· Organise inbound/outbound tour umpires and referees.

· Monitor the fair running of all inbound tours (horse pools, exercise programmes, etc.)
