FARRIER            

On call all weekend, but horses should be adequately shod before arrival.

PARAMEDICS            

There will be a Paramedic on site during tournament play.

RULES & CODE OF CONDUCT 

International Rules, with UKPA variations and the Code of Conduct as published in the 2008 UKPA Annual Yearbook will apply.  The 2008 UKPA Yearbook can be accessed from the UKPA website.  Where necessary an arbitration committee will be set up in accordance with UKPA rules guidelines.
HORSE WELFARE       

A horse welfare officer will be on site. The officer will be given full discretion to withdraw horses from the Tournament if deemed unfit to play.  There will be a veterinary surgeon on call.  Any horse which a club or player wishes to withdraw during a game, must be inspected by the welfare officer and Tournament Umpire before substitution. Failure to comply will render the club in breach of the tournament rules and may lead to the disqualification of the relevant team or the club from the competition.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

The Organisers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of persons present. For these measures to be effective everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the organisers and of all officials and stewards. Any person mounted on a horse shall wear an approved helmet at all times. In addition everyone should make themselves aware of the safety requirements introduced in 2007 including equipment to be worn by Goal Judges, riding through goal posts and spectator distances from the playing pitches.  
GRADING

Players will be graded by the UKPA.
DOGS

Dogs on lead at all times anyone failing to abide by this rule will be asked to leave the grounds.

ALCOHOL

Any player suspected of being under the influence of alcohol will not be allowed to compete.

TEAM CAPTAINS

Each team must have a nominated captain who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game. 
FIELD CONTROL & MANAGEMENT 
Each field will be under the direct supervision of a Field Controller/Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field by monitoring provision and adequacy of Playing Field personnel & Equipment and making such directions as he or she considers necessary.

GAME OFFICIALS 

Each team must provide the following for each game:

· 2 goal judges

· 1 person on the table

· 1 match ball

UMPIRING DUTIES

Each club must list all their available qualified umpires on the entry form. 



Each club must provide their own umpire ponies.



Clubs failing to provide umpires and umpire ponies or turning up late for a game will be fined 

CLUB REPRESENTATIVE 

Please provide the details of a club representative with whom the organisers can liaise with before, during and after the tournament.

CANCELLATION 

In the unlikely and extreme event of cancellation of the tournament for whatever reason, the organisers reserve the right to retain such proportion of the entry fees as necessary to cover any expenses reasonably incurred.
